CHAIR SCHNEIDER: No, that’s not your choice to ngksenNbim BERnkomOWapsh. So,

moving back, let’s turn it over to the applicant and the staff to address the questions and concerns that
have been brought up.

MS. HANSEN: I can certainly begin with some...with answering some of those questions. Jason
asked where I got my 297 parking space number...that was strictly the residential portion; that didn’t
include the restaurant and retail portion. So, all in all, it is the correct 308 total parking spaces. And then,
Tom asked if there would be any changes regarding the traffic pattern on Shields and Elizabeth, and we
do not intend to change any of the traffic patterns, flows, bike lanes, sidewalks, anything, anywhere other
than our property. So, we will provide the enhancements on our site; however, everything off-site will
remain as is. And then, also, you know, bringing more students to this area, hopefully will bring more
Qdoba lovers and go and eat at the restaurant...so hopefully this change is a good thing for him.

Krazy Karl’s...we are happy to work with him regarding parking, possibly, you know, his folks
can park in the retail spaces of ours, maybe we can share that somehow. We’re definitely open to those
discussions. We have shown all of the proposed plans to the owner of that property, but maybe those
didn’t filter down to the actual tenants. So, we have coordinated with the owner.

As far as the outreach, I know Jason can point to more of who was notified, in what boundary and
whatnot. But, the zoning and the height limit on these buildings...those were all determined through
extensive neighborhood processes and outreach processes through the West Central Area Plan, as well as
the West Elizabeth Enhanced Corridor Plan. So, there were plenty of opportunities, when the height
limits were proposed to say, you know, five stories, that’s just too high, it’s not the right area for five
stories. During those processes, that would have been the time for all of that outreach. This plan is
simply coming in and following the Land Use Code and following the laws that have been set. Thank
you.

CHAIR SCHNEIDER: Alright, thank you. Jason, do you have any follow-up information?
Maybe about the view corridor also.

MR. HOLLAND: Yes, and in terms of views to the west, to the foothills, I mean, that is a
question that we get fairly often. And we do have Land Use Code concerns and specific citings in the
Land Use Code when a development is adjacent, directly west for example, of a City park space or an
open space. That would be more of a concern, and that, I believe, is specifically mentioned in the Land
Use Code. The Land Use Code section that the gentleman is citing, 3.5.1(G)(1), does talk about
preserving desirable views. However, typically, we, with new development, the concern would be if the
new development is adjacent to a public park.

CHAIR SCHNEIDER: Okay, thank you. Any other questions from the Board to the applicant
team or to staff?

MR. HOLLAND: Just one other thing I would like to mention...thank you for the clarification on
the 297 parking spaces...you scared me a little bit there for a minute, so, thank you.
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BOARDMEMBER RUTH ROLLINS: The final gentleman who spoke mentioned something
about an original plan for 75 bedrooms, is what I thought I heard, and then now it’s over five times...did
anybody follow that, or could you speak to that?

MR. HOLLAND: I'm not aware of that specific plan. There may have been other plans proposed
for this site over the years; we’re just not aware of that one in particular. 1 don’t know if Mr. Gloss is
aware of that one. The only one that we’ve seen recently is this particular proposal. It could very well be
that there have been other proposals for this site for other designs.

Also, there was...] wanted to mention, the question about public input for the project. We did
follow the Land Use Code requirements in Article 11 for the project that did require that the neighborhood
meeting that was held...we posted the neighborhood meeting on the City’s website as well as provided
appropriate notification using that notification boundary that we typically do is at least 800 feet, and we
went, for this project, further out than that.

CHAIR SCHNEIDER: Okay. Any other questions?
BOARDMEMBER ROLLINS: Brad, it is appropriate for the man to address that question or no?
MR. BRAD YATABE: I think if the Chair wants to open it back up.

CHAIR SCHNEIDER: I guess I just don’t understand the relevance since we have a plan in front
of us that we’re looking at tonight, not a past plan, so...

No sir, vou've already had your time. Thank you. (**Secretary’s Note: Inaudible comments at
this point in the recording.)

Sir, sir, can you please...can you please respect the Board and the decision of the Board. 1 would

appreciate...] would expect no more outbursts please.

BOARDMEMBER ROLLINS: I wanted to know about...I have a bunch of questions. The size
of the elevators in the building...are they kind of the standard of any building? I'm just asking this
because of the bikes and having bikes in those elevators.

MR. MAX REINER: Sure, my name is Max Reiner, I'm an architect for Humphries and Partners.
We are working with the fire department and anticipate having 3,500-pound elevators, so they are
approximately 6 foot 11...that’s the clear width of the core, so they're large enough for a bike because
they’re large enough for a stretcher...for somebody to be ambulatory and removed on a stretcher without
the stretcher sitting up.

BOARDMEMBER ROLLINS: Can you give me a...like when I go to a normal building and kind
of get into a regular...you know, I don’t know elevator dimensions. Is this that size, or is this more
like...oh, the elevator for like loading...freight elevator?

MR. REINER: No mam, it’s not as big as a freight elevator. 1'd say it’s a medium sized car.
The...so they're 8 feet deep by 6 feet wide. So, they’re...this wide...or, sorry...this deep, and then
they’re another two feet wider than my outstretched arms.
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
